.

3. Always introduce your quote. Example: Sassoon writes, "the hell where youth and laughter go"

4. Quotes: identify the technique of your quote.  Example: This is a metaphor.

5. Describe how the how the technique conveys an idea important to your argument.  Example: By comparing war to hell, Sassoon breaks from his habit of using purely non-metaphoric language.  

The Eleven Habits of Highly Effective English Students

1. Always spend five minutes analysing the question and brainstorming

2. Always write an outline.

3. Always answer the question.  Try using the language of the question.  

4. Topic sentences should always answer the question and state what your paragraph will say
.

5. Never write a paragraph without using at least 2 quotes.  Three is better.

6. Always introduce your quote. Example: Sassoon writes, "the hell where youth and laughter go"

7. Quotes identify the technique of your quote.  Example: This is a metaphor.

8. Describe how the how the technique conveys an idea important to your argument.  Example: By comparing war to hell, Sassoon breaks from his habit of using purely non-metaphoric language.  This conveys Sassoon’s belief that the only metaphoric comparison that can be made to war is the place of ultimate suffering, iniquity and separation from G-d.

9. Always keep the question in mind as you are writing.

10. Always refer back to you essay plan as you write.  It will make your essay writing easier.

11. Pay attention to the clock.
